Make no mistake; this was never going to be a "Who Done It" novel. | mean, if you're going to write
a story in which you conclude that "the Butler did it", you don't title of the book "The Butler is a Very
Bad Man". So this is a "Why Done IT" or "How Done It" novel. Nevertheless, knowing the "Who"
doesn’t detract from the masterful way in which the reader is led from the introduction of the two
main characters, through the intricate path to the final outcome.Claire, the narrator of this story, is a
grade school teacher who is extremely sympathetic, empathetic, and invested in her students, to the
point of exposing herself to easy manipulation. | suspect that we’ve all had teachers like Claire.
Mine was a high school Latin teacher (coincidentally also named Claire), who could be influenced
by "accidentally" calling her Mom (or Mum in this case, since the novel takes place in the UK).
When Claire spots Lorna on the school grounds, an obviously abused and neglected little girl, all of
her instincts to protect this child kick in, and the journey begins.What follows is an intricately
conceived and crafted tale of the evolution of their relationship. It's a fascinating development of the
continuous rationalizations between a co-dependent and sociopath. In this story, knowing the "who"
